All Rides/Routes start and finish at the Tucson Convention Center and the surrounding area.  
Attached are the routes for 2024 but the 2025 routes will be very similar if not, exactly the same. 

• The Century (7:00 am start) - 102 Mile 
• 5K Run/Walk (7:15 am start) - 3.1 Mile, certified 5K run/walk - START TIME: 7:15 am on 

Cushing Street (just south of the Tucson Convention Center) 
o 3.1-mile/5K course: easy and mostly flat through neighborhoods 

• The FUN Rides! (8:00 am start) - 3 Mile / 1 Mile -  
o Two FUN RIDES TO CHOOSE FROM - START TIME for all distances: 8:00 am 

on Cushing Street (just south of the Tucson Convention Center) 
 3-mile course: easy and mostly flat through neighborhoods 
 1-mile course a very easy, all flat ride out-and-back ! Starting on Cushing Street 

(just south of the Tucson Convention Center) to Stone, to 18th Street, to 
Meyer and then back to Cushing Street. 

• The Metric Century (9:00 am start) - 62 Mile/100 Kilometer 
• The Half Metric Century (10:00 am start) - 32 Mile/50 Kilometer
